A small number of staff from the USSR were also engaged in the fighting in the early stages, but never had official status as combatants.

Prisoners of War and Repatriation:

By 1953 over 70,000 Communist military personnel were held as prisoners of war

Approximately 17,000 opted to return to North Korea or China at the Armistice, the remainder opted to stay in the South.

21 American Prisoners of War chose to remain in Communist controlled territory, with the remainder repatriated to the South.
