Trading Places - How to use each resource

	Timeline


	The timeline contains short, bitesized notes about key events in the history of the East India Company, from its foundation to the loss of its monopoly. It is useful for students to gain an overview of the subject of the East India Company. Click on an event on the timeline to reveal more details about it.

	East India Company World Map


	The cities and countries that are central to the English East India Company are shown here with their original seventeenth or eighteenth century English names (modern names in brackets). Click each place for more details and an image to go with it.

	The Company’s Story


	This is the story of the East India Company divided into five sections. The first section, about the first voyage contains useful information for the Virtual Voyage game. The subsequent sections each cover a key period in the company’s history. Click on any image in this section to enlarge it and see more details about it.

	Fact File
	These pages appear both on the main site and also within the Virtual Voyage. They are very short entries on various topics connected with trading at sea. Students that absorb these will be able to make judgements that help them do better on the Virtual Voyage. These are also useful as “spark points” for classroom discussion.

	Running the World
	This resource uses hyperlinks to illustrate the intricate interconnections between countries and their governments that the East India Company either created or strengthened. Clicking on a link from one monarch to that of another country will eventually take the user from Akbar to Victoria. This gives a context for each country’s involvement in the East India Company trade, as well as demonstrating how it brought together the most unlikely combinations of rulers.

	Bombay 


	This is a straightforward text and image page, providing information about the foundation and history of the great Western Indian city. It is principally intended as a subtopic of The East India Company for the most able students to investigate.
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
